1. Admit Card Verification 

Students must carefully verify all details printed on the Admit Card, including their name, 

roll number, photograph, and subjects.  

 
2. Reporting & Examination Timings 

 The examination will commence at 10:30 AM (IST). 

 Entry will not be permitted after 10:00 AM (IST). 

 All candidates must report to the examination centre latest by 09:40 AM (IST). 

 Students are advised to refer to the official date sheet for confirmation of 

examination dates and timings. 

 No candidate will be allowed to leave the examination hall before the conclusion of 

the examination. 

 
3. Prohibited Items & Conduct 

 Mobile phones and other communication devices are strictly prohibited inside the 

examination centre. 

 Carrying such devices is punishable under Unfair Means (UFM) rules. 

 Any unfair practice will be treated as UFM and strict action will be taken as per
